In a Final Order dated October 31, 2012, Hunaid Basrai (Registration No. 53,973) was suspended 
nunc pro tunc from October 26,2009, for a period of sixty (60) months from the practice of 
patent, trademark, and non-patent law before the USPTO and the last twenty-four (24) months of 
the suspension was stayed. On January 15, 2010, Mr. Basrai filed an Affidavit certifying 
compliance with the requirements of 37 CFR § 11.58. Consideration has been given to the 
Petition for Reinstatement of Mr. Basrai that the Office of Emollment and Discipline received on 
November 1, 2012. After careful review of the Petition for Reinstatement and Affidavit, the 
Director ofEmollment and Discipline has determined that reinstatement ofMr. Basrai to practice 
before the United States Patent and Trademark Office is appropriate. Mr. Basrai is not an 
attorney and, thus, is not authorized to practice before the Office in trademark and non-patent 
matters. Accordingly, the Petition is hereby GRANTED.
